Prior to joining In These Times, she was the Communications Director for the National Training and Information Center.  In 2000 she was a fellow at Knight Ridder’s Washington D.C. bureau during the 2000 presidential campaign and covered national politics and events. She is also the co-editor of Build the Echo, and co-authoring a book on the impact of the progressive media on the political and media landscape from 2004 to 2008. (2009, The New Press). Van Slyke is also on the leadership council for the Progressive Communicator’s Network, and serves on the board of the National Training Information Center.

This past February, TPM Media was the first web-only news operation to receive the George Polk Award for its reporting on the US Attorney Scandal.

As Deputy Publisher, Andrew manages the design, monetization and distribution of all of TPM’s content.
