Wd orgs want to publish? Would their audiences care? Cd we educate journalists?
Very exciting/success/coordination is great too

Questions going forward:  continue to fund consortium or individual outlets?

We don’t want them doing it because it’s just opportunistic; coordinated effort is appealing because it lets the larger outlets be exposed but also brings up the smaller outlets

What we can do that is very powerful is connecting outlets to advocacy organizations—

there was a lot of prep work to help organizations talk to reporters

there is a lot of diversity of audience; we made sure to reach diverse audiences like feet in two worlds

there’s a skill share and conversation when diverse outlets and big outlets talk to each other; 

Did other outlets hop onto the calls?

Sometimes, about 1/3 of those on the calls were  not MPREPP folks.

How do you want to tweak this? Specific lessons?

--do a strong assessment of tracking at the beginning and having that infrastructure in place

--expert reporters in the media policy space interface with reporters coming in, to talk about challenges that they had, esp issues that they had a hard time covering

--do more multiplatform collaborations from the beginning; esp the human impact; apple shop, the daily yonder (broadband)

--need funding for tmc staff person to make this project a success
