ADVISORY GROUP MEMBER REQUIREMENTS

--Advisory Group members must commit to meeting as a group at least once but no more than twice a year .

--Advisory Group members must be willing to make themselves available to advise TMC staff and may be asked for input on specific proposals or initiatives generated by the TMC executive committee. Advisory Group members will not be expected to make themselves available to advise TMC members.
ADIVSORY Board MEMBERSHIP CRITERIA

1. Candidates may not be presently employed by any TMC member organization or by any media organization seeking TMC membership.

2. Candidates must have a clear and well-defined role in the media landscape as policy or media experts, researchers or funders.

3. Candidates must share the values of TMC in their public life. IF they are employed by or own for-profit companies or not-for-profit organizations, those entities must also express the values of TMC in their daily business. TMC values may be found in the TMC Values Statement*
