$50k from Haas came in today for the Campaign Cash project. We need to send checks in the amount of $1250 to:

2) Mother Jones

6) GRITtv

If I'm correct, we have spent aprox. $15,900 of the $50,000 (not including set aside for TMC operating/management costs). That $15,900 includes: 

· TMC disbursements to members-$7,500

· Karl Frisch-$6,500--PR
· Zach Carter-$1,500--blogger
· Kay Steiger-aprox $400 (need to get actual number)

That leaves us with $34,100 for allocating to TMC, another round of disbursements to members, + small additional work for PR.

The Media Consortium worked with seven media outlets starting on Oct. 21 to support and promote important reporting and analysis around the short and long-term impact of Citizen's United and corporate influences on elections. More than two dozen articles, videos, and radio pieces on the #campaigncash issue were produced in just a week and a half. 
The Media Consortium also coordinated and contracted promotional efforts for this reporting including: the daily Campaign Cash blogs produced by The Media Consortium and published around the blogosphere and reposted by TMC members and allies; intense social media efforts (twitter was on fire with our #campaigncash hashtag) and eight interviews with our TMC blogger and member reporters on national daily radio and online shows.  
Media hits included The Young Turks as well as the nationally syndicated shows hosted by Leslie Marshall and Stephanie Miller. [English langauge Russia TV had an AMAZING piece on this issue.] Public News Service also created radio stories based on reporting from TMC members that reached tens of thousands in multiple states across the country.   

Throughout this time, we saw how our work helped influence the national conversation--both The New York Times and NPR used our coined phrase of "campaign cash" in their coverage.  Fun Fact: Sen. Harry Reid (D-NV) retweeted one of our blog posts. What we were able to accomplish in starting and executing this project in less than two weeks is just a snapshot of the power of combined original reporting and intense promotional efforts.
Please find my promised run-down of bookings, those contacted and my thoughts on how to make things work a bit better for future campaigns.  I'm also attaching that VIP list that I mentioned (though it is a tad dated.)
