PURPOSE: Connect community; serve as a transit point for community-wide information

What can be posted to this list?

· Announcements about official Media Consortium projects, committees, grants, meetings, etc.

· Announcements about awards, commendations received by members

· Announcements of groundbreaking news reporting, in-depth investigative reports, or breaking news from member media outlets

· Announcements of collaborations between member outlets

· Job openings at member outlets

· Announcements of press briefings on topics relevant to Media Consortium members by advocacy organizations and sister media organizations.

· Discussion threads around major issues related to the work of the Media Consortium itself.

What should not be posted to this list?

· Announcements about successes, awards, etc. by non-member s

· Announcements about content that audiences would expect to find at a member outlet.

· Announcements about political candidates or positions on legislation.

· Discussion threads on topic issues covered by other Media Consortium lists

WHY HAVE ANY RESTRICTIONS ON MEMBER POSTS? The Media Consortium must ensure that there is one list that all members will review regularly so that we can communicate with all members. Member outlets and staffers have made clear that if there are more than 5-6 posts a day on the Media Consortium listserv they will not follow it. They will also not follow it if the posts are irrelevant to their work.
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
