The Media Consortium is pleased to announce a new editorial internship program for passionate individuals committed to participating in the creation of smart, independent journalism. Interns will have the opportunity to be placed with a magazine, online news site, television network, or a radio network/program for a three-month duration in either the Summer or the Fall of 2009.

Interns will work with some of the best editors and reporters in the country. Each intern will be matched up with the outlets based on three major components:

1)      Mediums in which they want develop their journalistic muscle including print, online, television, video and/or film

2)      Specialized areas of focus, including politics, the environment, economics, reproductive rights and more

3)      Preferred location for internship

Over a 3-month period, interns will:

•       Work with the media organization to complete one to two major editorial projects

•       Have weekly duties including fact-checking, research, writing and media production

•       Meet with top editors/reporters at organization for mentoring sessions

•       Complete short monthly reports on experience/program to The Media Consortium

•      Complete a final report to The Media Consortium

Requirements for interns include:

•       At least 3 years of college experience and or have graduated college within the last full year

•       A resume, at least two letters of recommendations and a writing sample

•       Passion and commitment to strong, independent journalism

•       A deep interest in national politics and social issues

•       Availability to work four, eight-hour days a week (32 hours) for three months

•       Strong writing and research skills

Location: The Media Consortium is currently placing interns in three major cities: Washington DC, New York and San Francisco. Interns are responsible for their own lodgings.

Stipend and Internship Duration: Interns will receive a stipend of $2,000 for 12 weeks, working 32 hours a week. Four individuals will be placed in our Summer program (May-August) and another four will be placed in our Fall program (September-November).
